Hotel disposition of Katsuura and Kamogawa 

Hotel Mikazuki agreed with HMI 

 

Hotel Management International (HMI, Tokyo) announced that has agreed with the Hotel Mikazuki 

Group by acquiring the management rights of "Katsuura Spa Hotel Mikazuki" (Katsuura City, Chiba 

Prefecture) and "Kamogawa Spa Hotel Mikazuki" (Kamogawa City, Chiba Prefecture) on 30th. 

 

These new hotels will be dispositioned on March 1st in next year and the acquisition price has not 

been announced. According to HMI, the business will be taken over without a break, and maintained 

the accommodations and banquets that have already been applied. The company said, "We will 

continue to hire employees at both hotels. After the acquisition, we will make a business plan including 

a large-scale investment. We want to cherish the name of the facility." HMI operates more than 40 

facilities such as inns and hotels. 

 

The Hotel Mikazuki Group explained, "The number of guests has decreased due to the corona disaster, 

and it is difficult to invest in anticipation of after corona." Priority investment in facilities will be given 

to Kisarazu City in Chiba Prefecture, Nikko City in Tochigi Prefecture, and Vietnam. 

 

Both facilities are one of the largest hot spring hotels in the area, which opened in 1958. Katsuura Spa 

Hotel Mikazuki temporarily accepted Japanese who returned by charter flight from Wuhan City, China, 

where the new coronavirus was the first to spread at the beginning of last year.
